Knowledge exchanges as tool for reflection

This presentation will be given by a group from our Centre for Early Years Management and Leadership and fits under the Professional Development / Teacher Ed sessions track, session 14 “International Collaboration as a Tool for Professional Development".  
Our presentation will share our experiences of international knowledge exchanges to Holland, Finland, Belgium, Romania and Bulgaria, facilitated by our Centre since 2003. These knowledge exchanges have involved early years practitioners, manager and trainers from the respective countries. Much of this international activity has been supported by the European Union via the Leonardo da Vinci fund and has consisted of both visits and virtual collaborations.

We will outline our learning from the international co-operations and make the link to reflective practice. This link will be explored from the perspective of academic and vocational education and training providers as well as from the Early Years leader perspective.
