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People migrate to another country, sometimes forced and sometimes by choice, for various reasons; political stability, new life experience, career opportunity, and most often with an expectation of better life style and better education for their children…  English speaking countries such as USA, Canada, Britain, New Zealand and Australia are popular destinations for migrant families.  Migrant parents believe that these ‘dreamlands’ can help realise their parental aspirations for their children.  However, do most of their dreams actually eventuate?  The presenter of this session will share with the audiences her personal migration experience, the impact of migration on her child, and research findings on migrant children.
