Session 60: On supporting parent-child interactions

Participants will be asked to introduce themselves, to say where they are from and to share a little information about their own contexts and personal / professional experiences.
 
Group members will also be asked to share a range of strategie, which they have been found to be more (or less) effective in supporting parent-child interactions within their various contexts. If necessary (and appropriate) I will share some material about understanding infants' attempts at communication, along with the importance of play in facilitating parent-child communication and maintaining strong parent-child bonds. 
 
A summary of key points emerging from the discussion will then be shared with the larger audience.
